This is predominantly a lecture & note-taking class. Students are expected to be present for classes, be attentive to the lectures, & where appropriate participate in discussions. This class requires an End of Year SOL Test.

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Rules & Expectations for World History II

1. Follow all school rules, regulations, & policies. Think of it as a privilege to be in school & this class. Both privileges can be taken from you.
2. Treat each other & the teacher with respect.

3. Demonstrate good manners – don’t talk when I’m talking – be courteous – it is a learned behavior. There will be time for you to talk in class discussions & time to be quiet & listen.

4. Respect each other’s property & opinions – when discussing things in class, take turns & listen. You can learn a lot this way. Respect each other’s right to learn.

5. Stay in your seats. Don’t be up moving around. At the end of the period, wait in your seat till the bell rings or I dismiss you.
6. Attendance – Good Attendance is very important to class success – most class activities & discussions cannot be duplicated just by copying the notes you missed. You will miss extra details & explanations. 

7. Tardiness: 3 count as an absence – get here on time. It is important for us to get going on time so we can accomplish our goals for the day. 

8. It’s your responsibility to obtain missed assignments or schedule a time to do make up tests – and they must be scheduled around class activities so you will not get even further behind.

9. There is Zero Tolerance for cheating or disruptive behavior. Do your own work.

10. Food & drinks will not be a distraction
11. Keep the room & desks clean. 

12. No to all this: caps, tobacco, sunglasses or sleeping in class.
13. Cell phones correctly stored. Cell phones will be confiscated if they are not properly put away.
14. It is your responsibility to bring your own materials

REASONS for Studying WORLD HISTORY

1) We study World History to examine the root causes of our own current civilization. In other words, we trace past civilizations to explain why cultures and people are the way they are. 2) We study history to learn from the successes and failures of the past so that we can better shape our own future.  3) As Americans we study World History to get a better idea of how our founding fathers and other Americans took ideas from the past to create the United States. 4) We study history to become better evaluators and organizers of information. We need to think critically about the past so we may better understand the present.  5) We study World History for Inspiration. We may look back on the lives of people from the past and use them as a model to better our own lives or the lives of others. Important historical figures aren’t always famous or wealthy people – more often than not, they were ordinary people who had the courage and leadership to take action and change their circumstances. They experienced the same emotions we do and had many of the same issues to deal with that we have today 6) History can be Exciting. History isn't just names and dates. Well-written, well-told history is an interesting & exciting story to hear.
